SWIMMING CODE AND TECHNICAL RULES

Part One
Article 1
GENERAL MEET REGULATIONS
A101.1 Rules of Competition

The current United States Swimming Code, Part 1 Technical Rules, will prevail unless otherwise directed in the EFSL Swimming Code.

A101.2 Facilities

Pool facilities will conform as closely as possible to USS regulations regarding "Facilities Standards." Any deviation from minimum water depth, starting block height and lane width has to be announced at the scheduling meeting and in the meet announcement.
A101.3 Officials

The host team is responsible for providing sufficient officials to properly conduct the meet. Minimum requirements as described in EFSL By-laws, paragraph 104.2.
A101.4 Classes of Competition

Competition for regular season meets, including Divisionals, will be by age group as described in EFSL By-laws, paragraph 104.4
A101.5 Order of Events

Order of events may be in accordance with EFSL Swimming Code, Attachment A1, short or long course, as applicable. The order of events shall not be changed except with the concurrence of all teams competing in that meet.

A101.6 Eligibility to Compete

All teams and individuals must meet the eligibility criteria as stated in EFSL Bylaws, article 2.
A101.7 Meet Announcement
For all meets a standard meet announcement for providing minimum information has to be used. Meet announcement shall be provided to the visiting teams no later than 14 days before the meet. Sample see Attachment A2.
A101.8 Software

For standardization purposes the League uses Hy-Tek software products. TeamManager 4 for organizing swimmers data and preparation of meet entry files.
MeetManager 2 to run meets.
A101.9 Entries

(1) A competitor is limited to entering a maximum of three (3) individual events and a maximum of two (2) relay events.  For relay events, a competitor's name may appear on more that one entry card within an event and only be considered one entry. In this case, however, the competitor may only swim on one of the relay teams.

(2) Coaches will present completed entry files to the Statistician/Clerk of Course of the hosting team no later than twenty-four hours before the initial designated starting time for the meet. (NOTE: However, some teams attempt to seed meets the day prior to the meet. If a team wishes to have the entries earlier for whatever reason, a team is permitted to do so by announcing this in the meet announcement. It is recommended that this time frame shouldn’t be earlier then 72 hours).
(3)Once the entries have been submitted to the  Statistician/Clerk of Course, no coach or team representative from any team will be allowed to examine, handle or compare the entries. They are then the exclusive property of the Statistician/Clerk of Course until such time as he/she turns them over to the competitor for the upcoming event. Cards will be in order, by event, when submitted to the Clerk of Course. 
(4) Relay Teams

Entry cards may have six names on them when they are submitted to the Clerk of Course. Two of the names will be scratched at the time of marshalling, but four of the swimmers named on the card must swim in that event. There will be no substitutions except as provided in A101.12. Clerk of Course MUST be informed if the order of swimmers has changed.

A101.10 Seeding

(1) All regular season meets will be seeded by time, distance (stroke) and gender. CHAMPS will be seeded by age group, stroke and gender. 

(2) Time Finals - Under the time finals seeding system, entries are ranked according to their submitted times.  Competitors having the same submitted times shall be ranked by draw, not alphabetically. Competitors without times will be ranked by draw and seeded last. The fastest full heat shall be assigned to the last heat, the second-fastest full heat shall be assigned to the second to last heat and so on. The last heat shall be filled before the second to last heat, the second to last heat must be filled before dealing with the third to last, and so on, except that heat 1, which has the slowest seeds, must contain at least three competitors. This may necessitate transferring one or two competitors from heat 2, however, subsequent scratches may reduce the number of competitors in any heat to less than three.
(3)  Time finals meets will be seeded using the following format:

The fastest time lane is the center lane in a pool with an odd number of lanes and the lane immediately to the right of center in a pool with an even number of lanes.


A101.11 Scratches/Post Entries

(1) Known scratches shall be announced to the Statistician/Clerk of Course no later than one hour before the initial designated starting time of the meet. All other scratches as soon as the reason is known. No competitor will be penalized for scratching from an event but the Clerk of Course must be informed to avoid unnecessary confusion and to allow the Meet Referee to consolidate heats.
(2) Post Entries are those entries submitted to the Clerk of Course subsequent to the presentation of entries detailed in paragraph A101.9. Post entries will be accepted by the Clerk of Course at any time after a team's entry cards have been turned over to him/her and up until initial designated starting time of the meet. Post entries will not be accepted after this time.

(3) Clerk of Course will mark each card in the upper right hand corner with the exact time when the card was submitted.  Post entries will be considered for seeding on a first come - first served basis.

(4) Post entered swimmers should marshal at the Clerk of Course desk with the regularly seeded competitors as it may not be known until marshalling whether or not a lane is available for the post entry.

A101.12 Substitution

Substitutions are not allowed in individual events, but injuries or unforeseen circumstances, in the judgment of the Referee, can be a cause for substitutions in relay teams prior to the event.


A101.13 Scoring

(1)  Point scoring for official placement in dual or multiple meet competition is as follows:

(a)  Dual Meet  -  for individual events: (5) for first place, (3) for second place, and (1) for third place.  For relay events: (7) for first place and (0) for second place.

(b)  Multiple Meet  - Depending on the number of teams participating the scoring is as follows:
Individual Events

3 Teams:   6 - 4 - 3 - 2 - 1 

4 Teams:   8 - 6 - 5 - 4 - 3 - 2 - 1

5 Teams: 10 - 8 - 7 - 6 - 5 - 4 - 3 - 2 - 1

6 and more Teams: 12 –10 –9 –8 –7 –6 –5 –4 –3 -2-1 
Relay Events

3 Teams:  8 - 4

4 Teams: 10 - 6 - 2

5 Teams: 12 - 8 - 4 - 2

6 and more Teams: 14 – 10 – 6 – 4 -2

(c) Championship Meets -  for

1. Divisional Team Championships refer to paragraph A105.1(1)(b)

2. Long Distance Championships

Individual - 20, 17, 16, 15, 14, 13, 12, 11, 9, 7, 6, 5, 4, 3, 2, 1

Note: Final results will be compiled by the League head statistician after receiving the results from the two meets.

2. CHAMPS 

Individual - 20, 17, 16, 15, 14, 13, 12, 11, 9, 7, 6, 5, 4, 3, 2, 1

(2) During dual and multiple meet competition, only two swimmers may score for one team in an individual event. Only one relay team per event may score from each club.

(3)  In the case of a tie, the points will be added for each of those places, and the result will be divided by the number of swimmers involved in the tie, with the resulting points being awarded to each swimmer.  No points are awarded for the next place. In the case of a tie for the last placement, all receive full points.

(4) There is no requirement to score dual meets within a multiple meet event. When more than two teams compete, score only on a multiple meet basis, as described in A101.13.(1)(b) above.
A101.14 Meet Order of Events 
(1) See attachment 2 for Standard and attachment 3 for Championships order.
(2) When a meet is conducted in a 50-meter pool, 100 m Individual Medley Events may be swum out of the normal order.

A101.15 Score Sheets

(1)  EFSL score sheets may be utilized for scoring dual and multiple meet competitions. Whichever format is used, host teams are responsible for producing enough copies for the participating teams and the EFSL Statistician.

(2)  At the completion of the last event, final scores will be verified correct (in writing) by a representative from each participating team, the Statistician and the Meet Director or Referee.  Each participating team will receive a verified copy of the score sheets within 30 minutes of the last event.  The original will be maintained by the Meet Director of the host team.
(3)  Events under formal (written) protest will be scored but the score sheet must be clearly marked that the event is under protest and verified by the meet Referee.

(4) The host team is responsible for sending the results of all regular meets, including the signed score sheet, to the EFSL statistician by 2000 hours on Tuesday night following the meet. A $50 fine will be levied against the meet host team whose results are not received by the deadline (time stamped) and another $50 for each 5 working days thereafter. 

(5) The Divisionals meet Head Statistician must submit meet results to EFSL Statistician within 24 hours after the end of the meet; otherwise a $100 fine will be levied against the offending Divisional hosting team.

A101.16 Awards

Awards will be prepared and issued in accordance with EFSL Swimming Code, Article 2.
A101.17 Records

Record times should be publicly announced before the end of the meet and must be clearly indicated on the score sheets. All verified records will be posted at the EFSL website.



A101.18 Protests

(1)  Protests may only be submitted by a team head coach in writing no later than 30 minutes after posting of the result of the event protested.

(2)  The results of any race conducted under written protest or any formally protested race shall not be considered official, and no awards will be presented for that race, until the protest is withdrawn by the protestor, is ruled upon by the meet referee or has received final adjudication by the League Head Official.

(3)  Protests contesting the eligibility of any swimmer to compete or represent a team in any race shall be made in writing to the Meet Director before the race is held and the swimmer will compete under protest.

(4)  Protests against judgment of starters and judges can only be considered by the Referee of the competition.  Any protest that arises during the actual conduct of the competition must be referred directly to the Referee.

(5)  If a protest that arises from the competition cannot be immediately resolved, the protestor shall file a written protest with the Meet Director (or Referee) not later than 15 minutes from the end of the last event of the meet.

(6)  Should the Referee or Meet Director be unable to resolve the protest, an appeal in writing may be made to the League Head Official.  This protest must be submitted within 5 days.  The League Head Official's decision will be binding on all parties.

(7)  Ribbons or awards will not be presented to a swimmer in any event which is under protest.


A101.19 Disqualifications

(1)  A disqualification can be made only by the official within whose jurisdiction the infraction has been committed.

(2)  The Referee or designated official making a disqualification shall make every reasonable effort to seek out the swimmer or his coach and inform him/her as to the reason for the disqualification.

(3)  Any swimmer who acts in an un-sportsmanlike manner may be considered for disciplinary action, including disqualification, at the discretion of the Referee.

(4)  A swimmer must start and finish the race in his/her assigned lane.

(5)  Standing on the bottom during a freestyle race shall not disqualify a swimmer, but he/she must not leave the pool, or walk, or spring from the bottom.

(6)  Obstructing another swimmer by swimming across lanes or otherwise interfering shall disqualify the offender, subject to the discretion of the Referee.

(7)  Any swimmer, not entered in a race, who enters the race pool or course before all swimmers therein have completed the race shall be disqualified from his/her next scheduled competition in that day's session.

(8)  Dipping goggles in the water or splashing water on the competitor's face or body prior to the next event shall not be considered as entering the pool unless the Referee finds that such action is interfering with the competition.

(9)  Should a circumstance endanger the chance of success of a swimmer, the Referee may allow him/her to swim in the next heat, or should the circumstance occur in the final heat of that event the Referee may order it re-swum. In case of collusion to foul another swimmer, the Referee may, at his/her discretion, disqualify the swimmer for whose aid the foul was submitted, as well as the swimmer committing the foul.

(10) Coaches having entrants in any event on the program shall not be allowed in the immediate starting area of swimming pools, which must be clearly marked, during the progress of any competition. Upon being apprised of a violation of this rule, it shall be the duty of the Referee to remove, or the appropriate coach, to have such offender removed, immediately.

(11) No swimmer is permitted to wear or use any device or substance to help his/her speed, pace, or buoyancy during race. Goggles and cap can be worn, and rubdown oil applied if not considered excessive by the Referee. All swimmers must wear swimsuits.

(12) The time and/or place of any swimmer or relay team disqualified either during or following an event shall not be recorded in the results of that event. If awards have been made prior to the decision to disqualify they shall be returned and made to the proper recipient(s) and if points have been scored by those disqualified the event shall be rescored

Article 2
Awards

A102.1 Ribbons

(1) Awards utilized in the European Forces Swim League consist of standard ribbons purchased by the League. These ribbons will have a league imprint and be distributed, in sufficient quantities, to each team in the league at the beginning of the season. Ribbons will be awarded during scheduled league meets only and teams will be held accountable for any ribbons not utilized during the season.

(2) Awards will be given on a per event basis according to dual and multiple-meet formats as described in A102.1(a)  and A102.2.. This applies only to regular season meets and does not include the Divisional Championship Meets. Long Distance Championship Meets, and CHAMPS.
A102.2 Dual/Multiple Meets

(1) Relays - First and second place ribbons are awarded for relays. Each member of the placing relay teams receives a ribbon.

(2) Individual Events - Ribbons are awarded for 5 places. First, second, third, fourth, and fifth place ribbons are awarded on an "as finished" basis. In all cases the "Tie Rule" applies. In addition, a heat ribbon will be awarded to the winner of each heat except the fastest (last) seeded heat in each event.

(3) Tie Rule - In case of ties, both participants receive a ribbon for that place; however, no ribbon is awarded for the next place below the place in which the tie occurred, i.e., two swimmers tie for first place, both receive first place ribbons, no second place ribbon is given. In case of a tie for third place, both participants receive third place ribbons.

NOTE:  Awarding of ribbons is done on an "as finished" basis. Do not let the scoring rules ("only two may score") confuse you . If 3 entries from one team finish first, second and third, they receive first, second and third place ribbons; however, for scoring purposes, only the first two may score and the third place score would be awarded to the swimmer of the other team.

Part Two

EFSL Championships

A201.1 General

(1) The EFSL season will run from August/September into late February or early March with an attempt to schedule CHAMPS prior to the beginning of the spring athletic season.

(2) No regular meets will be held after the date declared by the Governing Body 
     (normally Divisional Weekend).

(3) The League Champions will be determined at CHAMPS, which is to be held at the end of the season.

(4) To qualify for CHAMPS each team will swim in at least six EFSL meets encompassing at least 50% of EFSL teams, or in the case of a provisional team, at least three meets.  Waivers may be granted by the league president.

(a) Teams with “Geographic Waivers” will swim at least 5 scheduled EFSL meets encompassing at least 40% of EFSL teams.
A201.2 Eligibility

(1)  Swimmers will be eligible to compete in CHAMPS based on qualifying times established prior to the start of the season by the League Governing Body. In addition, a swimmer must participate in at least four (4) EFSL meets during the season.  (DIVISIONALS my be included in these four meets)

(2)  Swimmers from teams with a “Geographic Waiver” must participate in at least three (3) EFSL meets during the season (including DIVISIONALS)
A201.3 Age Group Determination

The age of the swimmer on 1 Jan will determine which age group the swimmer will participate in.  A swimmer must swim CHAMPS in the oldest age group that he or she swam in during the season (including DIVISIONALS).
A201.4 Events

The standard league events in accordance with paragraph 201.3 will be used.  If the meet is to be conducted in a 50m pool, the meet order of events may be changed to accommodate the 100m IM events first. By beginning with a 25m configuration for 100m IM events, much time is saved and it makes for a smoother running meet.

A201.5 Number of Events

Swimmers may enter a maximum of three (3) individual events and two relays at each day of the meet.  For individual events, swimmers must swim in their designated age group.  For relay events, swimmers may swim up in an older age group only if their team, as a whole, does not have sufficient registered swimmers of the proper sex and/or age category to allow the fielding of a relay team.  A swimmer does not necessarily have to have a CHAMPS qualifying time in an individual event to be on a CHAMPS relay team.  At the Seeding Meeting prior to the Championships, a team needing to place swimmers in an older age group will so declare. 

A201.6 Entries

Each team may enter one (1) relay team per relay event (no qualifying times are required for relays).  Individual event qualification will be based upon qualification times established by the EFSL. These times will be published prior to the beginning of each season. An effort will be made to set the cutoff times such that approximately two heats of swimmers will compete. There will be no minimum number or heats.   All swimmers attaining the specified cutoff times will be eligible to participate in that event. If sufficient swimmers do not attain the cut off times, additional swimmers will be accepted on a best qualified basis to fill the remaining lanes. Such swimmers will be considered based upon their standings in the EFSL Statistics and do not have to be qualified in any other individual event. Submitted times must be verifiable from official EFSL score sheets and must have been swum during the course of a regular scheduled EFSL meet. Submitted times that cannot be verified from the score sheets will not be accepted.

A201.7 Entry Fees

A seeding fee, to be determined by the EFSL Board of Officers, is required for each swimmer and relay team for each event. Once a swimmer or relay team is seeded at the seeding meeting, the entry fee must be paid.  The organizing committee will set a payment deadline.

A201.8 Awards

(1) Gold, Silver and Bronze Medals for places 1 to 3 in all individual events and relays will be awarded. Lesser medals or ribbons will be awarded for places 4 to 6 in all individual events and relays.

(2) Participation Patches will be awarded to all competitors.

(3) A high-point Trophy or Plaque will be awarded to the male and female swimmers in each age group who score the most points in individual events.

(4) A Pentathlete Certificate will be awarded at CHAMPS for the fastest boys and girls in each age group (First through sixth places will be awarded). The times will be based on a swimmers fastest time in each event and will be compiled by the League statistician from regular season meets only (to include DIVISIONALS).

A201.9 Scoring

Scoring will be in accordance with paragraph A101.13.(1)(c).
A201.10 Program and Concession Sales

It shall be the sole right of the host team to sell championship-related mementos such as pins, programs, T-Shirts, etc. Further, the host team has the sole right to sell all clothing items (sweatshirts, T-Shirts, Swim Suits, etc.). No sales of clothing or EFSL items will be allowed at the Championship meet except by the host team.  Another team (other than the host team) may not sell any clothing item.  Other teams may sell team logo swim caps and the like to its own swimmers. Should the host team not wish to exercise this privilege, it may grant the right to one or more other teams or a commercial seller. No other team may sell Championship-related items.

A201.11 Other

Opening ceremonies, conduct of meet, order of events and method for presentation of awards will be at the discretion of the organizing committee. The Opening ceremony may be conducted by the designated new EFSL President.

A201.12 Seeding Procedures

(1) There will be no electronic pre-seeding for CHAMPS.  The meet will be seeded at a “seeding meeting” to be held no later than 2 weeks prior to CHAMPS.  A representative from each team must attend this meeting.

(2) Once an event has been seeded, and all teams agree, that event is closed and there will no changes made.  Team representatives must be prepared for this meeting to include knowledge of which events a swimmer desires to swim and the representative must keep track of how many events a swimmer is seeded for during the course of the meeting.
(2) At the “Seeding Meeting” swimmers may only be seeded in 3 events on Saturday and 3 Events on Sunday, this includes pick-ups and alternates.  If a swimmer is seeded in more than 3 events on Sunday, they will be scratched from the first seeded Sunday event.  As an example for complete clarification; this means, for Sunday session if a swimmer is seeded in a non-qualified event as a pick-up or alternate for a forth event (one over the limit), he/she will be scratched from the first seeded event he/she was seeded in regardless if he/she was qualified for the event.  All coaches and statisticians must understand this prior to the seeding meeting.
Example:  John Smith is seeded in:

100IM (as a qualified time)

50 Back (as a qualified time)

50 Fly (as a pick up)

50 Breast (as an alternate),

Part Three

Meet Officials

A301.1 Referee

(1) The Referee is responsible for ensuring safe, fair, equitable and uniform conditions of competition so that no swimmer will gain an unfair advantage over another.

(2) In addition to the duties and responsibilities as stated in the USS Code Book, Part 1, Article 102.13, the Referee will additionally be responsible for:

(a) Ensuring that pool facilities and equipment are adequate for safe and uniform racing conditions and that sufficient meet officials are present to provide fair and equitable officiating.

(b) In consideration of facility conditions and available officials, determining what responsibilities will be joint, concurrent and coordinated.

(c) Calling meeting(s) approximately one half hour prior to the start of the meet. Attendance is to include the Meet Director, Starter, Stroke and Turn Judges, Chief Timer, and the Head Coach or a representative from each participating team.  At this time officials will be introduced and their areas of jurisdiction assigned. In addition, the ground rules for the conduct of the meet will be reviewed and clarified as necessary.

(d) Dealing with any protests that may arise from the actual conduct of the meet in accordance with EFSL procedures.

A301.2 Starter

(1) The Starter is responsible to the Referee for ensuring that all swimmers achieve a fair start.

(2) In addition to the duties and responsibilities as stated in the USS Code Book, Part 1, Article 102.14, the Starter will additionally be responsible for:

(a) Ensuring that the starting area and equipment is adequate and operable to provide safe and fair starting conditions.

(b) Attending the meeting called by the Referee prior to the start of the meet.

(c) Determining joint, concurrent and coordinated responsibilities between the Referee, Starter and Chief Timer.

(d) Providing Timers with a practice watch check.

(e) Acting as a Relay take-off Judge as required.

(3) False starts shall be handled IAW the appropriate USS Swimming Code.
A301.3 Stroke and Turn Judge

(1) Stroke and Turn Judges are responsible to the meet Referee for judging the legality of competing swimmer strokes, turns and finishes in accordance with the USS Code, Part 1,Article 102.16.3, .4 and .5.

(2) They will cover their assigned area of jurisdiction watching for infractions of the stroke, turn or finish rules.

(3) When an illegal procedure is observed, one hand must be raised with palm open immediately. On completion of the race, every attempt will be made to notify the swimmer at fault of the nature of the infraction and the swimmer's Entry Card will be so annotated.

(4) Stroke and Turn Judges will seek advice of the Meet Referee whenever necessary.

(5) Stroke and Turn Judges will not entertain protests but will refer them directly to the meet Referee.

(6) During Relay events, Stroke and Turn Judges may be required to act as a relay take-off judge.

A301.4 Relay Take-Off Judge

(1) Relay Take-Off Judges are responsible for ensuring relay swimmers make the proper relay exchange in accordance with the USS Code, Part 1, Article 102.15.6.

(2) They will station themselves so that they can clearly see both the touch of the incoming swimmer and the feet of the departing swimmer.

(3) On completion of the race the swimmers at fault must be informed and the relay team’s Time Card so annotated.

(4) Protests will be referred directly to the meet Referee.

(5) Lane Head Timers may serve as Relay Take--Off Judges at the discretion of the meet Referee.

A301.5 Across-the-Board Place Judge (optional)

(1) The duties and responsibilities of the Across‑The‑Board Place Judges are as follows:

(a) Two judges will be stationed, one at each side of the pool near the finish.

(b) Each judge shall observe the finish touch and independently determine the order of finish for all swimmers.

(c) It is not the responsibility of a place judge to determine if the finish touch meets the requirements of the appropriate stroke. For Place Judge purposes, a touch is made when any part of a swimmer's body comes in contact with the touch plate or end wall.

(d) Judges shall independently award each swimmer observed the highest place that they may have attained.

(e) A tie shall be recorded if a place distinction between swimmers cannot be made.

(2) Finishes shall be determined as follows:

(a) If both place judges are in agreement on all lanes their decision shall take precedence over official time in determining the order of finish.

(b) If both Place Judges disagree the modified ballot system will be used to determine the order of finish. 
(3) Place judges will not be used at the championship meet. Finishes will be determined on the basis of time only.

A301.6 Chief Timer

The Chief Timer is responsible to the Referee for ensuring that timing of all events is conducted in a competent manner. In addition the Chief Timer shall:

(1) Assign Timers to specific lanes.

(2) Check out watches if necessary.

(3) Indicate who will be the Head Lane Timer in each lane and explain the special duties to those timers.

(4) Run an extra watch (or two) during each heat as a back-up in case one of the timers has a watch malfunction.

A301.7 Clerk of Course

The Clerk of Course is responsible for:

(1) With his/her assistants (Marshals), checking competitors "in" to the marshalling area prior to each event.

(2) Controlling competitors from the time they are checked in until they are turned over to the Starter.

(3) Informing competitors of their heat and lane assignments when they report to his/her position.

(4) Scratching competitors who fail to report to the marshalling area when the event is called for marshalling (if instructed to do so by the Referee).

(5) Moving competitors (slowest seeds) to another heat when that heat has less than the regulation number of competitors (with Referee's approval).

A301.8 Marshals

The Marshals shall:

(1) Be deputies of the Clerk of Course.

(2) They shall report any acts of unsportsmanlike conduct to the Referee.

(3) Assist in maintaining quiet during starts and shall work to prevent any obstruction of the Place Judges' view of the finishes of races.
(4) See USA Swimming Article 102.18.
Part Four
Officiating Program

Article 1

General Terms of Reference

A401.1 Purpose

The purpose of the European Forces Swim League Officiating Program is to develop and maintain a standard of officiating within the League that will provide fair and equitable conditions of competition and promote uniformity.

A401.2 Objectives

The objectives of the Program are to:

(1) Modify and adapt the United States Swimming Code to EFSL requirements.

(2) Develop and maintain League standards for training of officials.

(3) Conduct officiating clinics and provide on-the-deck experience at the League and local team level to train, test and qualify the officials.

(4) Maintain an adequate number of qualified officials to staff regular League meets and the Invitational Championships.

A401.3 Standards

League Training Standards will be the standard for conducting training of officials.

A401.4 Authority

The League Governing Body is the approving authority for additions, changes or deletions to the Program.

A401.5 Administration

(1) The League Head Official will be responsible for overall Program administration and will maintain an Official Record of Qualifications for all League Officials. 

(2) Team Head Officials will be responsible for maintaining a Record of Qualifications for officials qualified at the team level and will provide the League Head Official with such information.
A401.6 Officials Committees

(1) Officials Committees will be convened by the League Head Official as required. A Committee will consist of a Chairman (normally the League Head Official) and at least two other members (normally Divisional Head Officials). Other members at large may serve as deemed necessary.

(2) Committee responsibilities will be to:

(a) Develop procedures for the training, testing, and certification of officials,

(b) Develop and update League officiating standards,
(c) Develop and distribute training packages, and
(d) Carry out other tasks as may be directed by the League Governing Body

(3) Committee recommendations will be submitted to the Technical Committee for approval.

A401.7 Head Officials

(1) Head Officials will be responsible for ensuring that the objectives of the Program are carried out and maintained within their area of responsibility.

(2) Prerequisites:

(a) The League Head Official must be a qualified Referee with at least one season experience as a Team Head Official.

(b) A Team Head Official must be a qualified Referee.

(3) Selection:

(a) The League Head Official is appointed by the League Board of Governors (normally on the recommendation of the outgoing League Head Official) for a one-year term. He/She may be reappointed.

(b) A Team Head Official is appointed by the Team Governing Body (normally on recommendation of the outgoing Team Head Official) for a one year term. He/She may be reappointed.

(4) Responsibilities:

(a) The League Head Official is responsible for:

(i) Convening officials committees as required,

(ii) Conducting officiating clinics at League level,

(iii) Maintaining an Official Record of Qualifications for all League Officials,

(iv) Appointing officials for CHAMPS,

(v) Giving guidance to Team Head Officials in officiating matters,

(vi) Advising the League Governing Body in officiating matters, and

(vii) Other responsibilities as may be assigned.

(b) Team Head Officials are responsible for:

(i) Attending League Officials Committee meetings and officiating clinics as required,

(ii) Conducting officiating clinics (Level 1) at team level,

(iii) Maintaining a Record of Qualifications at the Team level and providing the League Head Official with such information,

(iv) Providing officials for "home" or "away" meets as required or requested,

(v) Giving guidance to Team Officials in officiating matters,

(vi) Advising the local Team Governing Body in officiating matters, and

(vii) Other responsibilities as may be assigned.

Article 2

Training Standards
A402.1 Purpose

(1) League Training Standards are the controlling documents by which the training of meet officials is to be conducted at League and the local Team level.

(2) They provide minimum standards for the progressive training of meet officials in a uniform manner.

A402.2 Official Categories

There are two categories of meet officials, "Administrative" and "Standard", with positions as follows:

(1) Administrative - Meet Director, Assistant Meet Director, Statistician, Clerk of Course, Marshal, Scorer/Recorder and Awards Clerk

(2) Standard - Head Official, Referee, Meet Director, Stroke and Turn Judge, Starter, Chief Timer, Head Lane Timer, Timer and Place Judge.

A402.3 Levels of Qualifications

Officials will advance through levels of formal training and experience as follows:

(1) Administrative

Level 1A  - Level 1A Clinic, Awards Clerk, Scorer/Recorder, Clerk of Course and Marshal.

Level 2A  - Assistant Meet Director and Statistician 
(NOTE:  Due to the technical expertise required for Statisticians, training at Pre-Season Statistician Training Courses is a mandatory event for each team.)
Level 3A  - Meet Director
(NOTE: Training as either Stroke and Turn judge, or Starter or referee is mandatory for the Meet Director)
(2) Standard

Level 1B  - Level 1B Clinic, Place Judge, Timer, Head Lane Timer and Chief Timer.

Level 2B  - Level 2B Clinic, Starter and Stroke and Turn Judge.

Level 3B  - Level 3B Clinic, Head Stroke and Turn Judge and Referee.

Level 4   - Level 3B Clinic, Head Official

A402.4 Prerequisites

(1) Advancement will progress from the lowest to highest levels upon completion of a minimum required training and experience for each successive level.

(2) Consideration will be given for previous training and/or experience received outside of the EFSL Officiating Program.

A402.5 Method

(1) The methods of providing training and experience will be by means of officiating clinics and on-the-deck experience (shadowing) at regular meets.

(2) Officiating clinics will provide theoretical knowledge and practical exposure to the various officiating positions.

(5) A minimum period of on-the-deck experience will be provided for each position, under the supervision and guidance of a qualified official appropriate to each position.
A402.6 Divisional Training

(1) The League Head Official will train the Divisional Head Officials and the Team Head Officials.
(2) The Division Head Officials will train all other Officials within their Division, using common League Standards and the provided training packages.
A402.7 Certification

(1) Attendance at officiating clinics and on-deck experience will be certified/recorded by the appropriate qualified officials and registered with the Team/League as required.

(2) Qualification for each officiating position will be certified by Head Officials (or designated officials) and recorded/registered with the Team/League as required.
